Although the piranha’s legendary feeding frenzies can make for great movie scenes, in 

reality piranhas are not nearly as aggressive or as destructive as they are portrayed. 

Piranhas are native to the Amazon River basin and can be viewed in the Flint 

RiverQuarium’s Amazon River tank in the World of Water exhibit.
